	Collision / Grounding

	Fire
	Injury to people, death, damage to the vessel and / or the environment. Damage to reputation. Financial loss
	Training, procedures, drills, fire alarm system, firefighting equipment and life jackets. Enforce No smoking.

	Signage. Passenger briefing. Locks on doors.
